Start up with SketchUp Make

Open your browser (like internet explorer)
Type: www.sketchup.com into your browser URL and the press Enter key
Click on the tab Download Sketchup
Answer the questions that come up:
	I plan to use sketchUp for: Personal projects
	Add your email address
	Enter your professional interest: Other
	Select your operating system: I use Windows
	Check the box for I agree to SketchUp’s Make license agreement	
	Decide whether you want news and tips or not, and 
	Click the tab Download SketchUp Make
Close your browser
Open your file folders and look under Downloads for a program called SketchUpMake-en.exe
Double click on the file SketchUpMake-en.exe to start it.
	Click the Next tab on the first window that pops up
	Check the box for Accept the License Agreement and click on the Next tab
	Click the Next tab on the next window that pops up
	Click the Install tab on the next window that pops up
	Click the Finish tab on the next window that pops up
At this point three new icons should have been added to your desktop,  The only one you need is the SketchUp 2015.  The other two are used with SketchUp Pro.
	Layout 2015
	Style Builder 2015 and
	SketchUp 2015
Double click on the SketchUp 2015 icon
Click on the tab Start Using SketchUp.  You should see the starting screen of SketchUp
At the top of the screen, click on View then select Toolbars.  A popup screen will appear
Unselect “Getting Started”
Select all the following” Large Tool Set, Layers, Measurements, Standard, Styles, and Views and click Close
At the top of the screen, click on Window, then Preferences.  A popup screen will appear
	Click on “Files”: Change if you want, but I would not and click OK
	Click on “General” and make sure the following are checked
		Create Backup
		Auto Save
		5 Minute intervals
		Automatically check model for problems
		Warn of style changes
		Automatically check for updates
		Click OK
	Click on “Short Cuts”: change as you see fit and click OK.  I do not use this yet.
At the top of the screen, click on Window then Model Info
Click on “Dimensions”: you can change the color of the fonts if you want by clicking on the black box, using the dropdown to select RGB, changing the “R” value to whatever you want, the “G” value to whatever you want, and the “B” value to whatever you want and clicking on OK
	Click on “Text”: again you can change the colors as you see fit
Click on “Units”: under Format, select Fractional, under precision, select 1/64”, Be sure to uncheck Enable Length Snapping and close the popup.
At the top of the screen, click on Window then Styles
	Click on the little house in the middle of the box.
	Click on the Edit Button: you will see 5 box icons
	Click on the first box at the left, Uncheck everything except Edges
	Click on the third box: Uncheck Sky and change the background color to white
Click on the fifth (last box): change Section Cut Depth to 1, make sure Guides, Section Planes, Section Cuts and Model Axes are checked
Save these changes by clicking on the double arrow icon (third one down at the top right of this dialog box.
	Close the box.
At the top of the screen, click on Camera and choose Parallel Projection
At the top of the screen, hover your cursor over the icons that look like houses.  Click on the one called Front View then click on the one called ISO.
Click the icon at the left called Rectangle then draw a rectangle starting at the apex of the axes and make it 12” by 12” by keying in 12,12 and hitting the enter key.  This sets up a 12” by 12” pattern on the screen.  
Click the icon at the left called Zoom Extents.  This will fill the screen with the 12” by 12” pattern.
Now, using the roller on your mouse, reduce the size of the pattern a little.
Click on the icon at the left called Select, then double click on the pattern and hit the delete key.  The pattern will be deleted, but you now know the approximate size of the screen for future drawing.
At the top of the screen, choose File then choose Save as Template.  Give the file a name, click on the description box and click save.  This will permanently save the changes you have made to sketchup and each time you open the program, these changes will appear for you to use.

You are now ready to use SketchUp.

I recommend you not start with this one.  On the right of the screen there are 38 additional tutorials.  The best one to start with is called Familiarizing Yourself with SketchUP.  I would start with this one.  The tutorials are fast paced, but very instructional.  Jay Bates also has many other tutorials using SketchUp to draw items to make in the workshop.  These are also instructional and lots of fun to watch.
